Failure 

of the Successful Bidder to lodge the required Bank Guarantee shall constitute 

sufficient grounds for the termination of the Contract and suspension of the Bidder 

from participating in the Bids invited by Cochin Port Trust, for a period of Two years 

from the date of such Suspension Order. The Performance Security shall remain in 

force till 30 days after the satisfactory completion of the Contract and will be 

discharged thereafter subject to the condition stated therein. The obtaining of such 

guarantee (and the cost of guarantee) shall be at the expense of the Bidder. 

 

If the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency fails to perform or observe any of 

the conditions of contract, Port Trust will be at liberty to deduct any amount due to 

Port Trust under this contract from Security Deposit/any sums of money due or that 

may become due to the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency. This is without 

prejudice to the rights of the Port Trust under the terms and conditions of this Contract. 

 

8.2 Unless Performance Security is furnished within the period as specified above or such 

extension of that period as may be permitted by the Engineer in writing, actions as per the 

Earnest Money declaration will be initiated.  

 

8.3 Performance Security will be released / refunded to the Third Party Certification Cum Survey 

Agency not later than 30 days from the date of completion of Service/Contract Period.  

 

8.4     Replenishing of Performance Security: 
 

All compensations or other sums of money due from the Third Party Certification Cum 

Survey Agency under the terms of this contract shall be recovered from his security 

deposit. In the event the Security Deposit is invoked fully or partially for making such 

recovery during the period of contract, the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency 

shall within 10 days, replenish the Security Deposit for such sum, which have been 

deducted from the Security Deposit. 
 

9. Care and diligence 
 

9.1 The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall exercise all reasonable care and 

diligence in the discharge of all technical, professional and contractual duties to be 

performed by them under this contract and shall be fully responsible to the Employer 

for the proper, timely, efficient and effective execution of their duties. 

9.2 The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall perform the Work in a 

professional manner, using sound engineering and design principles and management 
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and supervisory procedures, and in accordance with the standards employed in the 

field. By submitting the Bid, the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency represents 

that it has the required skills and capacity to perform the Work in the foregoing 

manner. 
 

10. Confidentiality 
 

The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall treat all the Documents and 

information received from CoPT and all other related Documents/communications including 

the Documents prepared by the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency as part of this 

work in confidence and shall ensure that all who have access to such material shall also treat 

them in confidence. The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall not divulge any 

such information unless CoPT authorizes the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency in 

advance in writing. Further, the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall return all 

the Documents received from CoPT from time to time after completion of the Work related to 

those Documents.  

11. Suspension  of  Service:  

 

11.1 If  any  of   the   following   events   shall   have happened and /or is continuing, Cochin Port 

Trust may, by written notice to the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency, suspend 

the service: 

 

(i) Violation of any of the conditions mentioned in the Agreement for the                                       

performance of this contract shall have occurred on the part of the Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency or the persons acting on his behalf or any of his 

employees. 

 

(ii) Any condition which makes it unable for either party by reason of “Force Majeure” as 

referred in the Bid Document, for successful performance of the contract. 
 

11.2 Cochin Port Trust shall be empowered to revoke the suspension of service as and when it 

feels that the normal operations can be resumed. 
 

12. Termination of  Contract:   

 

The Contract shall be terminated under following circumstances: 

 

(i) Any  of  the  conditions  of  suspension  of  service  continuing  for  a period of two 

weeks after Cochin Port Trust has given the written notice of suspension to the Third 

Party Certification Cum Survey Agency. 

(ii) lf the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency, in  the  judgment  of  the  Cochin  

Port  Trust,  has engaged  in fraud and corruption, in competing for or in executing the 

contract. 

(iii) Violation of any of the conditions of the contract by the Third Party Certification Cum 

Survey Agency or the persons acting on his behalf or any of his employees. In such 

cases the performance security will be forfeited and further action deemed fit will be 

initiated against the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency. 
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(iv) The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency has the right to terminate this 

contract on his own by giving30 days written notice to the management after approval 

of his request for termination. 

(v) Notwithstanding  anything  contained  in  any  of  the   clauses   herein, Cochin Port  

Trust  reserves  the  right  to  terminate  this   Agreement without assigning  any  

reason  by  giving  30 days notice in  writing to the Third Party Certification Cum 

Survey Agency without    payment     of  compensation    in   any manner whatsoever. 

Cochin  Port  Trust  shall  also  be  at  liberty  to terminate  this Agreement forthwith  

without  any  notice   to   the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency or 

payment  or in lieu thereof,  if, on account  of any statute  or  order  or  rule or 

regulation or  award,  judgment  or decision,  Cochin  Port  Trust  is  required not to 

have the  aforesaid  services as provided under this Agreement. 

(vi) Cochin Port Trust, by notice sent to the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency, 

may terminate the Contract, in  whole  or  in  part,  at  any  time  for  its  convenience.  

The notice of termination shall  specify  that  termination  is  for   the  Cochin Port 

Trust‟s convenience, the extent to  which  performance  of  the Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency under the Contract is terminated,  and  the  date  

upon which such termination becomes effective. 
 

13. Force Majeure 

 

(i) The term ”Force Majeure” as employed herein, shall mean “Act of God, Landslides, 

Earth   Quakes,   Storms,   Floods    and    any    other  similar event  not  within the  

control  of  either  party,  and  which,  by the exercise of due diligence, neither party is 

able to overcome.” 

(ii) lf  either  party  is  temporarily  unable   by  a   reason   of   Force   Majeure or the laws  

or  regulations  of  India,   to meet   any   of   its  obligations under the contract,  and  if   

such   party   gives   to   the   other   party  written   notice of the  event  within  two  

weeks   after   its   occurrence,  such  obligations  of the  party as it is unable  to  

perform  by  reason  of  the  event,  shall  be suspended for, as long as the inability 

continues; 

(iii) Neither party shall be liable to  the  other  party  for  loss  or  damage sustained by 

such other party arising from any event referred to in Clause 13 (i)  above or delays 

arising from such event; 

(iv) Force Majeure shall not include: (i) any event which is caused by the negligence 

or intentional action of a party or agents or employees, (ii) any event which a 

diligent party could reasonably have expected to both (a) take into account at the 

time of the conclusion of this Work / Assignment and (b) avoid or overcome in the 

carrying out of its obligations hereunder. 
 

14. Compliance with Statutory Requirements: 

 

The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall at all times during the continuance 

of the contract comply fully with all existing Acts, Regulations and bye-laws including all 

statutory amendments and re-enactment of State or Central Government and other local 

authorities and any other enactments and acts that may be passed in future either by the State 

or the Central Government or the local authority, including Indian Workmen‟s 
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Compensation Act, Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970 and equal 

remuneration Act, 1976, Factories Act, Minimum Wages Act, Provident Fund Regulations, 

Employees Provident Fund Act, Merchant Shipping Act, and other maritime 

legislations/rules/regulations, the Dock Worker‟s Act-1948 etc., in as far as they are 

applicable to this contract. The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall 

indemnify and keep the Board indemnified in case any proceedings are taken or commenced 

by any authority against the Board for any contravention of any of the laws, bye laws or 

scheme by the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency. If as a results of Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency‟s failure, negligence, omission, default or non-observance 

of any provisions of any laws, the Board is called upon by any authority to pay or reimburse 

or required to pay or reimburse any amount, the Board shall be entitled to deduct the same 

from any moneys due or that may become due to the Third Party Certification Cum Survey 

Agency under this contract or any other contract or otherwise recover from the Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency any sums which the Board is required or called upon to 

pay or reimburse on behalf of the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency.   

 

Notwithstanding the contractual obligation, the Board shall be entitled to all protections and 

defences under the provisions of the Major Port Trusts Act, 1963 and the Indian Ports Act 

1908 including any amendments / changes as may be incorporated.   

 

15. Control of  Personnel: 
 

The Agency‟s personnel shall, during the contract period, be for all purpose at the disposal 

and control of the Employer. If the Employer has reason to be dissatisfied with the conduct 

or efficiency of the above personnel, the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency on 

receiving particulars of the complaint, promptly investigate the matter and if necessary shall 

make a change in the appointment. The above persons will carry out all orders of the 

Employer or his representative. 
  

16. Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency’s Subordinate   Staff & Their Conduct: 

 

a) The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency after award of the work shall furnish 

names and depute qualified personnel as per the tender having sufficient experience in 

carrying out works of similar nature to whom instruction of works will be given. The 

Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall also provide to the satisfaction of the 

Employer sufficient and qualified staff to the execution of the Assignment. Whenever, on 

the opinion of the Employer, additional properly qualified staff is considered necessary, 

they shall be employed by the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency without 

additional charge on account thereof. The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency 

shall provide competent and efficient supervision, over the work entrusted to them to the 

entire satisfaction of the Deputy Conservator. In case, any of the deployed manpower of 

the agency is found inefficient in meeting the required output within the reasonable time 

as per the tender conditions, the properly qualified   manpower shall be employed by the 

agency, replacing that manpower without any additional charge on this account. 

 

b)  If and whenever the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency‟s employees shall in 

the opinion of the Employer by guilty of any misconduct or be incompetent or be 

insufficiently qualified or negligent in the performance of their duties or that in the 
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opinion of the Employer, it is undesirable for administrative or any other reason for such 

persons to be employed in the work, the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency, if 

so directed by the Employer shall at once remove such person and persons so removed 

from the work shall not again be employed in connection with the work without the 

written permission of the Employer/his representative. 

 

c)  Any person so removed from the work shall be immediately replaced at the expense of 

the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency by a qualified & competent substitute. 

Should the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency be requested to repatriate any 

person removed from work shall do so and shall bear all costs in connection therewith. 
 

17. Rates And Amounts Include All Charges: 
 

The rates and amounts submitted by the Bidder shall be gross rates and must include all 

payments on accounts of taxes, levies, duties, royalties etc., payable to the State of Kerala or 

Government of India or any other authority or Body Corporate and all other incidental charges 

that the Bidder may have to bear for the execution of the contract and EPF & ESI except GST. 

GST as applicable shall be paid extra as per actual. 
   

18. Taxes and Duties: 
 

18.1 Deductions towards statutory taxes as per the rules, prevailing in force at the time of payment 

of bills shall be made while releasing the bill amount. 
 

18.2 GST for the work will be paid extra by the Port. The GST applicable as per law can be billed 

on the Port Trust, which will be paid to the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency by 

the Board along with the bills, for which the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency 

holds valid GST Registration number and the GST is being collected. The following are also to 

be considered while claiming payment towards GST:  

i) Invoice in specific format should be provided by the Third Party Certification Cum 

Survey Agency for every payment. 

ii) GST Registration Number of Cochin Port Trust and the Third Party Certification Cum 

Survey Agency is to be clearly mentioned with all the bills. 

iii) Invoice should be attached along with the running bills. 

iv) The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall comply all the GST 

regulations, viz.; timely uploading of invoices and issue of debit/ credit notes. 
 

18.3  The Bidder shall comply all the GST Regulations viz. timely uploading of bills, issue of debit/ 

credit notes etc. 
 

18.4 Deduction of Income Tax shall be made from any amount payable to the Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency as per the relevant provisions of the Income Tax Act. 
 

18.5 Any stipulation by a Bidder that taxes and duties deductable from these bills should be borne 

by the Port Trust will result in the summary rejection of his /their tender. 
 

19.  Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency to Indemnify Board: 

 

a)  Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall indemnify Board and every member, 

worker and employee of the Board against all actions, proceedings, claims, demands costs 

and expenses whatsoever arising out of or in connection with the matters referred and 
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elsewhere and all actions, proceedings, claims, demands costs and expenses which may 

be made against Board for or in respect of or arising out of any failure by Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency in the performance of the obligations under the 

Contract shall not be liable for or in respect of any damages or compensation payable by 

law in respect of or inconsequence of any accident or injury to any workmen or other 

person in the employment of Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency or his Sub-

contractor and Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall indemnify and keep 

indemnified Board against all damages and compensations and against all claims, 

damages, proceedings costs, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect so thereof or in 

relation thereto. 
 

b)  Should Board have to pay any money in respect of such claims or demands as aforesaid, 

the amount so paid and the costs incurred shall be charged to and paid by Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency and Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency 

shall not be at liberty to dispute or question the right of Owner to make such payments 

notwithstanding the same may have been made without his consent or authority or in law 

or otherwise to contrary. 
 

20. Employees of Board not Individually Liable: 
 

No official or employee of the Board shall in any way be personally bound or liable for acts 

or obligation under the contract or answerable for any default or omission in the observance or 

performance of any of the acts, matters or things which are herein contained. 
 

21. Accommodation, Transport and Medical Facility: 

 

The Bidder, at his own cost, shall arrange for the accommodation, transport, and medical 

treatment of his staff. Allotment of Port Quarters may be considered on payment of applicable 

rents and as per CoPT rules subject to availability.The Boat facility provided by the 

Contractor of maintenance dredging work for supervision of departmental staff may be 

extended for commutation of project officers/staff of the agency from the shore to dredger and 

vice-versa.    

 

22. Conflict of Interest 

 

22.1    The Third Party Certification cum Survey Agency shall not have a Conflict of Interest and any 

breach hereof shall constitute a breach of the Agreement. 

 

22.2 Third Party Certification cum Survey Agency and Affiliates not to be otherwise interested in 

the Project. 

 

The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency  agrees that, during the term of this 

Agreement and after its termination, the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency  or any 

Associate thereof and any entity affiliated with the Third Party Certification Cum Survey 

Agency , shall be disqualified from providing goods, works, services, loans or equity for any 

project resulting from or closely related to the Services and any breach of this obligation shall 

amount to a Conflict of Interest; provided that the restriction herein shall not apply after a 

period of five years from the completion of this Assignment or to consulting assignments 

granted by banks/ lenders at any time; provided further that this restriction shall not apply to 

consultancy/ advisory services provided to the Authority in continuation of this Consultancy 
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or to any subsequent consultancy/ advisory services provided to the Authority in accordance 

with the rules of the Authority. For the avoidance of doubt, an entity affiliated with the Third 

Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall include a partner in the Third Party Certification 

Cum Survey Agency‟s firm or a person who holds more than 5% (five percent) of the 

subscribed and paid up share capital of the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency, as 

the case may be, and any Associate thereof. 

22.3Prohibition of conflicting activities 

Neither the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency nor any Associate thereof/any entity 

affiliated with the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency nor their Personnel shall 

engage, either directly or indirectly, in any of the following activities: 

(i) during the term of this Agreement, any business or professional activities which 

would conflict with the activities assigned to them under this Agreement; 

(ii) after the termination of this Agreement, such other activities as may be specified 

in the Agreement; or 

(iii) at any time, such other activities as have been specified in the Bid as Conflict of 

Interest. 

22.4 Guidance Note on Conflict of Interest is given below. 

1) This Note further explains and illustrates the provisions of Clause 22 of the Bid 

Document and shall be read together therewith, in dealing with specific cases. 

2) Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency s should be deemed to be in a 

Conflict of Interest situation if it can be reasonably concluded that their position in 

a business or their personal interest could improperly influence their judgment in 

the exercise of their duties. The process for selection of Third Party Certification 

Cum Survey Agency s should avoid both actual and perceived Conflict of Interest. 

3) Conflict of Interest may arise between the Authority and a Third Party Certification 

Cum Survey Agency or between Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency s 

and present or future Concessionaries/ Contractors. Some of the situations that 

would involve Conflict of Interest are identified below: 

a) Authority and Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency s 

a) Potential Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency  should not be privy 

to information from the Authority which is not available to others; or 

b) Potential Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency  should not have 

defined the Project when earlier working for the Authority; or 

c) Potential Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency should not have 

recently worked for the Authority overseeing the Project. 
 

b) Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency and Contractors: 

a) No Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency  should have an 

ownership interest or a continuing business interest or an on-going 

relationship with a potential Concessionaire/contractor save and except 

relationships restricted to project-specific and short-term assignments; or 

b) no Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency  should be involved in 

owning or operating entities resulting from the Project; or 

c) no Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency  should Bid for works 

arising from the Project. 
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The participation of companies that may be involved as investors or consumers and 

officials of the Authority who have current or recent connections to the companies 

involved, therefore, needs to be avoided. 

4) The normal way to identify Conflicts of Interest is through self-declaration by 

Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency s. Where a conflict exists, which has 

not been declared, competing companies are likely to bring this to the notice of the 

Authority. All conflicts must be declared as and when the Third Party Certification 

Cum Survey Agency s become aware of them. 

5) Another approach towards avoiding a Conflict of Interest is through the use of 

“Chinese walls” to avoid the flow of commercially sensitive information from one 

part of the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency‟s company to another. 

This could help overcome the problem of availability of limited numbers of experts 

for the project. However, in reality effective operation of “Chinese walls” may be a 

difficult proposition. As a general rule, larger companies will be more capable of 

adopting Chinese walls approach than smaller companies. Although, “Chinese 

walls” have been relatively common for many years, they are an increasingly 

discredited means of avoiding Conflicts of Interest and should be considered with 

caution. As a rule, “Chinese walls” should be considered as unacceptable and may 

be accepted only in exceptional cases upon full disclosure by a Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency coupled with provision of safeguards to the 

satisfaction of the Authority. 

6) Another way to avoid Conflicts of Interest is through the appropriate grouping of 

tasks. For example, conflicts may arise if Third Party Certification Cum Survey 

Agency s drawing up the terms of reference or the proposed Documentation are 

also eligible for the consequent assignment or project. 

7) Another form of Conflict of Interest called “scope–creep” arises when Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency s advocate either an unnecessary broadening of 

the terms of reference or make recommendations which are not in the best interests 

of the Authority but which will generate further work for the Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency s. Some forms of contractual arrangements are 

more likely to lead to scope-creep. For example, lump-sum contracts provide fewer 

incentives for this, while time and material contracts provide built in incentives for 

Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency s to extend the length of their 

assignment. 

8) Every Project contains potential Conflicts of Interest. Third Party Certification 

Cum Survey Agency s should not only avoid any Conflict of Interest, they should 

report any present/ potential Conflict of Interest to the Authority at the earliest. 

Officials of the Authority involved in development of a project shall be responsible 

for identifying and resolving any Conflicts of Interest. It should be ensured that 

safeguards are in place to preserve fair and open competition and measures should 

be taken to eliminate any Conflict of Interest arising at any stage in the process. 
 

23. Dispute and Appeal: 
 

23.1 If the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency desires to appeal against the decision of 

Chief Engineer of any work as not being in accordance with the contract, he shall appeal to the 

Chairman of Cochin Port Trust within 15 days after the Chief Engineer‟s decision and if an 
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appeal is so preferred the decision of the Chairman, CoPT shall be final and binding. 

 

23.2 It may be remembered that the provision of Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 as amended 

from time to time and rules made there under are not applicable to this contract. In case of any 

dispute arising out of this contract, same shall be referred to the exclusive Jurisdiction of Courts 

at Cochin Only. 

24. Settlement of Disputes through Conciliation 

In the event of any dispute or differences between the parties which could not be resolved 

amicably by mutual consultations, then the Chairman of Cochin Port Trust may refer such 

unresolved disputes or differences to a Conciliation Committee/Council comprising of 

independent subject experts, set up by the Port Trust to enable speedy disposal of pending/new 

cases. Recourse to such conciliation shall be open before, during or after the court proceedings. 

The award of the Conciliation Committee/Council, if agreed by both the parties, shall then be 

placed for consideration of the Board of Trustees of Cochin Port subject to the delegation of 

powers. 

25. Insurance to be taken by the Agency 

25.1 The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall purchase and maintain at its cost 

and expenses such insurance as is required under the Laws of the various jurisdictions 

where Services are being performed; and such other insurance to protect the Employer and 

the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency from claims which may arise out of or 

result from the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency‟s performance of the 

Services or otherwise under this Agreement, whether such claim may arise due to action 

or omission by the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency or by anyone for whose 

acts Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency may be liable. It shall cover: 

(a) claims under workers or workmen‟s compensation,  disability benefit and other 

similar employee benefit Acts which are applicable  to the Services to be 

performed;  

(b) claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational sickness or  disease 

or death of employees of Third Party Certification Agency;  

(c) claims for damages insured by usual personal injury liability coverage  which 

are sustained by a person as a result of an offence directly or indirectly  related 

to employment of such person by the Third Party Certification Agency;  

(d) claims for damages because of bodily injury, death of a person or  property 

damage arising out of ownership, maintenance or use of a motor vehicle  

and/or marine craft or vessel as applicable, if used in the performance of the 

Services;  

(e)any other mandatory/obligatory insurance which the Third Party Certification 

Cum Survey Agency may be required to effect and keep in force, in 

accordance with Laws of India or any other jurisdiction where Services are 

being performed; and 

(f)  any other insurance as may be mutually agreed upon by the Parties.  

 

25.2 A comprehensive insurance covering all the insurances as above shall be taken for a value 

not less than contract value plus 10% thereon.

25.3 The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency at the Employer‟s request, shall 

provide evidence to the Employer showing that such insurance has been purchased and 

maintained.  
 

26. Indemnify against Accident or Damage:  

 

26.1 The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall be held liable and responsible for 

any accidents or damages caused by his employees during the contract period from 

whatsoever cause arising and shall make good and compensate for such accidents or 

damages. The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agencyshall be held responsible and 

shall make good and compensate for anything that may be lost, stolen, removed or 

destroyed by the Third Party Certification Agency‟s employees deployed during the 

currency of Contract. The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agencyshall indemnify 

CoPT from any claim, including 3rd party claim, raising due to such accidents / damages 

caused by his personnel. The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall 

indemnify CoPT regarding any claim whatsoever arise, in respect of the employees 

deputed by the Third Party Certification Agency. 

26.2 All statutory health, safety, security, insurance and other welfare measures as per the 

prevailing laws applicable for the manpower engaged for the works shall be sole 

responsibility of the bidders and the Port will stand indemnified against all such 

damages/losses.  

27. Completion Time 

 

27.1 The total period of the Work/Assignment is 12 months with effect from the actual Date of 

Commencement. 

27.2 The Third Party Certification Agency shall notify the Employer as soon as   reasonably 

possible of any known or reasonably anticipated delay in the performance of Maintenance 

dredging contract and shall advise the Employer on all reasonable measures and steps to 

avoid such delay, mitigate the effect thereof and make up for lost time. 

28.  Foreclosure of Work / Assignment: 

 

The Employer has the right to foreclose or reduce the Scope of the Work / Assignment for 

any reason whatsoever at any time during the progress of the Work. The Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agencyshall have no claim to any payment of compensation or 

otherwise whatsoever, on account of any profit or advantage which they might have 

derived from the execution of the Work in full but which they did not derive in 

consequence of the foreclosure of the Work / Assignment. 

29.  Waiver: 

 

The Employer and the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency may, by mutual 

consent, if warranted by circumstances, waive any of their rights under this Agreement but 

a waiver by either party of any terms, provisions or conditions in this Agreement shall not 

constitute a precedent, nor bind either party hereto, to a waiver of any succeeding breach of 
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the same or any other terms, provisions or conditions of the Agreement, provided that the 

waivers contemplated under this clause shall be in writing & consented and acknowledged 

by the other party. 

 

30. Safety Measures: 
  

The Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall be liable for payment of all claims 

of damages, compensation or expenses payable as a result of any accident or injury or 

death sustained by workmen employed or used by him in the execution of this contract. 

The expenses if any, incurred by CoPT on the above will be recovered from the Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency from any amount that may be due from CoPT to the 

Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency. If any accident or injury or death is 

sustained by any worker, the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency should 

immediately take necessary action for providing medical aid at his own cost and inform the 

concerned Employer and the authorities of Kochi City Police about the accident in writing 

giving full particulars of accident and the details of the workmen involved including their 

name, age and company. 

31. Additions and Alterations: 
 

 

If the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency is required to carry out any additional 

work outside the scope of the study as required by CoPT, the Third Party Certification Cum 

Survey Agency shall perform such services, on terms and conditions to be mutually agreed 

upon by both the parties, at the discretion of the port. 

32. Availability &Penalty: 

 

32.1 Minimum guaranteed availability of Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency shall 

be for all days in a Calendar Month or part thereof. The Third Party Certification Cum 

Survey Agency shall carry out either shift duties in a day or rotation duty as directed by 

the Employer. However, in case of any emergency / crisis management, the Third Party 

Certification Cum Survey Agency shall carry out additional duties, beyond the normal 

shift duties, as per the requirement without any additional financial liability on Cochin 

Port Trust.  

 

32.2 If any of the manpower required to be engaged by Third Party Certification Cum Survey 

Agency is found unavailable in any shifts / days in a calendar month, a recovery shall be 

made as per Clause 9 of ToR.

1. Background 

1.1 Cochin Port is one of the 12 Major Ports in India. It is an all weather port located in the State of 

Kerala on the west coast of India (9
o
 58‟ N, 76

o
 16‟ E) within the Cochin lagoon, which has 

natural protection from the sea by the headlands of Fort Cochin and Vypeen.  

1.2 The entrance to the Port is through the sea outlet between the peninsular headland of Vypeen 

and Fort Cochin, popularly known as the „Cochin Gut‟, where after the channel splits into the 

Mattancherry channel and the Ernakulam channel. The present Approach Channel comprises an 

Outer Channel and two Inner Channels; the Ernakulam Channel and Mattancherry Channel. 

1.3 The present Approach Channel comprises an Outer Channel and two Inner Channels; the 

Ernakulam Channel and Mattancherry Channel. The length of the approach channel is 13 km 

with a width of 260-286 m. The depths in the approach channel is (-) 15.90m. 

1.4 Mattancherry channel, which extends from west end of the Gut to Q1 berth, has a length of 2.6 

km with draft ranging from 9.14m to 10m. The length of Ernakulam channel from west end of 

the Gut to Q9 is about 5 Km with an available draft ranging from 9.14m to 12.5m. 

1.5 There are seven berths along the Mattancherry channel, namely Boat Train Pier (BTP), North 

Coal Berth (NCB), South Coal Berth (SCB), Q1, Q2, Q3 and Q4. There are 9 berths along the 

Ernakulam channel, namely Q5, Q6, Q7, Q8, Q9, Q10 (FACT fertilizer berth) on the side of the 

island and North Tanker Berth (NTB), South Tanker Berth (STB) and Cochin Oil Terminal 

(COT) on the other side of the channel. 

1.6 On the northern side of Ernakulam Channel, adjacent to the entrance, in the Port area at 

Vallarpadam Island, the International Container Transshipment Terminal (ICTT) is situated. 

The portion of Ernakulam channel starting from No.16buoy (0.00 chainage) and leading and 

reaching upto the eastern end of basin in front of the International Container Transshipment 

Terminal (Entrance Channel) is maintained for a depth of (-) 15.90m [Designed depth of (-) 

15.95m]. Beyond the portion mentioned above, Ernakulam Channel upto southern end of 

Cochin Oil Terminal (COT) and Q9 berth is maintained for a depth of (-) 13.20m.

1.7 LNG Basin is situated at the northern side of the outer channel near the Cochin Gut at 

Puthuvypin. 

1.8 The channels are subjected to maximum siltation during the south-west monsoon (June to 

September). 

1.9 The dredged materials from the channels and basins are dumping in two designated dumping 

areas approximately 11.797 Km (Bearing 23624‟47.2”) and 12.999 Km (Bearing 

29557‟16.8”) from No.7 and No.8 buoys respectively.  

1.10  A Lay Out Plan of Cochin Port is shown in the drawing at Appendix-1. The details of 

channels, basins and berth frontages are marked with coordinates in the attached Drawings 

(Appendix 2, 3 & 4) Nos. 9767-01-2020 dated 11-12-2020 and 9767-02-2020 dated 11-12-

2020. The details of dumping grounds are shown in the  Drg. No. 9767-03-2020 dated 11-12-

2020 . 
 

2. Objectives of the work  
 

2.1 Cochin Port is engaging the reputed dredging firms  for carrying out the maintenance dredging 

in the approach channels and berth basins for maintaining required depths and widths at Outer 

Approach Channels, Inner Approach Channels and various berths throughout a year  and 
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presently, M/s Dredging Corporation of India Limited (DCIL),  is carrying out this maintenance 

dredging work since 17-05-2021.Their work involves carrying out the dredging works in the 

approach channels and berth basins under Lump sum need basis for maintaining required depths 

and widths at Outer Approach Channels, Inner Approach Channels, ICTT, LNG Basin and 

various berth basins / frontages.

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4. Major Tasks of the Third Party Certification Cum Survey Agency 
 

The major tasks for the agency shall include but not limited to the following: 

i. Thoroughly study the tender conditions of the maintenance dredging contract. It shall be 

monitored and ensured that the dredging including conducting bathymetric surveys shall 

be carried out strictly complying with the tender specifications/ conditions.
